• Under section 3 & 15 of the lotteries and amusements act 1976, if your 

event is a Dinner, Bazaar, Sale of work, Fete, Dance, Sporting event or 

similar, then it is an “exempt entertainment” and “amusement with prizes” is 

allowed.

• The whole of the proceeds less any expenses incurred should be devoted to 

purposes other than private gain, ie charities or club funds.

• Any gaming equipment should be hired at a fixed rate before the event, 

rather than as a % of the proceeds.

• If advertising, there must be no mention of gambling. Only “amusement with 

prizes” is allowed.

• Entrance to the event must be by invitation or pre-paid ticket only and not 
open to the general public.

• The gaming must not be the main reason the guests are attending the event.
